Expectations:


Students will be given unit assignment sheets that will have worksheets, book work, and quizzes that must be taken and turned in by the due dates listed.  Students can turn work in as they finish, and will be able to work at their own pace moving ahead when possible.  Class time will be used for students to access the Internet to watch lectures on Kahn Academy and take notes. With every student working at their own pace there will be minimal class lectures occurring.  Students will be given headphones to use during class, but can also bring their own if they would like.  During this time students will be able to ask questions to be answered in a one-on-one setting.  Homework will need to be at least 10 problems a night, but again students can do more if they want to work ahead.  As students complete required work for their unit it will be graded and returned, and can be redone by the final due date for that unit.  A unit test will be given on the date listed, but if a student is finished with a unit they can take the test when they are ready.  Students must earn a 75% on their test for the unit to advance to the next unit, if they don’t earn at least a 75% they must redo the unit with new problems for practice and a new test.  Students can also retake the tests for any unit in an attempt to earn a higher grade throughout the semester.  

Passing:

Students must complete all the required units listed below with a 75% or better to earn a A, B, or C in this class.  For the student that is excelling their will be additional units that will help prepare him/her for Algebra I and they will help the students overall grade, but not negatively affect it.  

Grading Example Scenario:


Student A – is currently earning a 82% and at the end of the 1st semester hasn’t passed all required units with a 75% on the test, they will earn an incomplete and be given 2 weeks to complete units to earn the 82%.  The 2nd semester a student will have the final 2 weeks before final exams to finish/redo all units.  If the student doesn’t complete the required units he/she will be given a 60% and advised to return to Applied Math next year.


Student B – earns a 55% at the end of the semester, and hasn’t completed all units he/she will be given the 55%, with no extra time to complete units.


Student C – earns a 65% at the end of the semester, but has completed all unit tests with a 75% or better.  That student will be awarded the percentage grade of all tests scored averaged together.  That student will earn at the lowest a 75% for the semester.
